A rich variety of landscapes awaits,

including marshlands, shingle beaches,

estuaries, cliffs, heaths, woodlands, and

farmland. Aldeburgh, Southwold and

Orford are popular destinations, and the

Suffolk Coast & Heaths AONB offers many

dog-friendly beaches.
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Dedham Vale AONB

Another treasure on the Essex-Suffolk

border is Dedham Vale AONB. Known for

its charming villages, rolling farmland,

rivers, meadows, ancient woodlands, and

diverse wildlife, this AONB is famously

depicted in the works of artists like

Constable and Gainsborough. Dedham

Vale spans 35 square miles, stretching

from Manningtree to within a mile of

Bures.

In the Suffolk Coast & Heaths

AONB, you can observe a wide variety of

bird species at Thorpeness, Walberswick,

Orford or Sutton Heath.

Dedham Vale is ideal for peaceful kayaking

on the River Stour or exploring the

landscapes that inspired famous artworks.
